ACCEPTANCE OF APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE

DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST


Councillor B Jackson declared a personal interest in respect of Minute No. 163e, being a member of the Executive Committee of the YLCA.  Councillor D Fiennes-Gregory declared a personal interest in Minute No. 162a, (11/1066/FUL), being known to the people undertaking the renovations.

MATTERS RAISED BY MEMBERS OF THE PUBLIC


No members of the public attended the meeting and no matters were raised.

157
POLICE/PCSO REPORT


Two PCSO’s attended the meeting and give an update on crime statistics.  There had been 18 incidences of anti-social behaviour in the last month but the PCSOs re-assured Members that the Anti-social Behaviour Team was to be kept long term.  The KINS system (Key Individual Networks) was explained.  It is a database of locally identified people who live within a particular neighbourhood and can act as a communication channel with the community, police and partnership agencies, ensuring greater community involvement in addressing the main issues within that neighbourhood.  The key purpose of a KIN is to enable the community members to influence local policing and to be able to gain increased information about issues affecting community safety, thereby building a safer and cleaner environment.  The PCSOs would like Members to be added to the database and requested that they filled in the forms and forwarded them to Stainforth Police Station.  The PCSOs also explained the “Immobilise” scheme which is a registration scheme (similar to Smartwater) whereby a personal immobilise account is created, users can register any items for free that have a serial number, such as iPods, mobile phones and other electrical equipment as well as gardens equipment and bicycles.  Once registered, information on any items that are lost or stolen is made available nationally to all the major UK police forces via their on-line systems.
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Resolved: that details of the above schemes to be included in the next edition of the Hatfield Herald.

The PCSOs had been requested by Inspector Adams to seek the Town Council’s thoughts on PCSOs attending council meetings.  Members confirmed that they regarded it as most important that they attended whenever possible and they would like Inspector Adams to attend once a year.  The PCSOs would take this back to Inspector Adams.

Members requested an update on the incidences of under-age drinking in the Sheep Dip Lane and St Lawrence Road area of Dunscroft.  The PCSOs confirmed that a young man had been arrested in connection with this.  They also stated that this was a PACT priority.


The PCSOs were thanked for their attendance.

Construction of a lagoon-based leachate treatment system for irrigation on to short rotation coppice, BDR Waste Disposal Limited, Bootham Lane Landfill Site, Bootham Lane, Dunscroft 

Observations:  the Town Council requires re-assurance from Doncaster MBC (not the applicant) that it is satisfied that there will be no environmental impact on the atmosphere from this process, including no odour, that there will be no airborne emissions and that when the treated leachate is spread on the coppice there will be no wind-blown environmental affects. Also that the regime of testing the leachate before being spread on the coppice is robust and that there is adequate protection from flood risk.

Hatfield Band – Remembrance Day

The Clerk had received a letter from Hatfield Band requesting the Town Council’s approval for them to play in Merksplas rather than in Hatfield for the 2011 Remembrance Day Service as it was Hatfield’s turn this year.  Councillor Jackson commented that the Band had indicated that they would ensure a bugler was provided, if required.  It was suggested that Hatfield Visual Arts College band would be providing the bugler and Members felt that they should be approached to see if they wished to provide further musicians if Hatfield Band were not available.


Resolved: (i) that Hatfield Town Council approve the visit of Hatfield Band to Merksplas with the proviso that the Band play in Hatfield next year and that (ii) Hatfield Visual Arts College is approached to see if they would be interested in  supplying musicians for the Remembrance Day Parade 2011.
