101	MATTERS RAISED BY MEMBERS OF THE PUBLIC





	Two members of the “Residents Against Inappropriate Development” attended the meeting and thanked the Town Council for the use of the offices in respect of their recent sponsored walk, which was a very successful fundraiser for their organisation.  They also enquired about the possibility of a Village Plan for Hatfield. 104	MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES





a	Rights of Way Issues





	Further to Minute No 86, the Clerk confirmed that claims for Footpath Modification Orders had been made in respect of “Spider Alley” and the alleyway at the side of the Ingram Arms.





b	Councillors’ Surgery





	Further to Minute No 92c, no members of the public had attended the surgery.  The Clerk had received an email from Inspector Adams, indicating that they would include Jubilee Park in their patrols, as often as possible.  





	Resolved: that the next Councillors’ Surgery will be held on 6 February 2010 with Councillors J Hart and B Jackson in attendance.  





c	Proposed Traffic Survey





	Further to Minute No. 92d, the Clerk had received a response from Doncaster MBC, indicating that the results of the survey had not been analysed and not compared with any previous surveys.  The cost depended upon whether an automatic survey was carried out or the use of enumerators.  Reference was made to the need for a pelican crossing on Ash Hill opposite the Heathfield Centre.





	Resolved: that a traffic survey is not undertaken at the present time.  Further resolved: that a request is made for a pelican crossing to be installed on Ash Hill opposite the Heathfield Centre, and a copy of the letter sent to Councillor Richard Walker who is the appropriate Cabinet Member.





d	09/2573/WCC – Application to vary the approved restoration of the existing landfill site (without compliance of condition 2 and 22 of application granted under ref 95/1362/TIP on 16.4.1996), Bootham Lane Landfill Site, Bootham Lane, Dunscroft  





	Further to Minute No 95b, Councillors Bloor and Gibbs had attended a meeting with the Manager of the Bootham Lane Tip and had been informed that leachate from the tip is transported from site at the present time.  Non-compliance with conditions 2 and 22 would allow the formation of ponds to enable the leachate to be treated on site and used as fertiliser.

	Observations: object to the application on the grounds of it being in a Countryside Policy Area and problems with access and egress.  It is also an over-intensive development.





09/3033/TCON


Notice to fell and poison stumps of two Cherry trees on south side of church (being situated within the Hatfield Conservation Area), St Lawrence Church, Station Road, Hatfield





Observations: object to the unnecessary felling of two healthy trees as the solution could be to lift paving stones and cut back roots and also prune the trees.  Too many trees have been lost in the area so other forms of remedial action should be considered to enable trees to be retained.  





c	08/3259/FULM 


	Creation of 1.5ha fishing pond with associated woodland, meadow, marsh areas and car parking including the extraction and removal off site of approximately 70000 tonnes of sand and gravel and the formation of a temporary access road (being re-submission of previous application 07/3660/FULM withdrawn 11.1.08)





	The Clerk reported that the appeal against the refusal by Doncaster MBC of the above planning application has been dismissed.





107	CORRESPONDENCE/REPORTS





a	Grass Cutting Contract 2010/11





	Further to Minute No 4 (Burial & Recreation Committee 7 December 2009), the Clerk had received a quotation from Benchmark Grounds Maintenance Ltd, showing a 2.8% overall increase compared with 2009.  The Clerk had enquired about the possibility of a three-year deal but their suggestion was to restrict the annual increase to RPI.  The quotation also included the cutting of Abbey Playing Field, at a cost of £89 per cut.  





	Resolved: that the quotation from Benchmark Grounds Maintenance Ltd for grass cutting in 2010 be accepted but that a three-year agreement is not entered into.

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b	Planning Training





	Further to Minute No 84a, a senior planner from Doncaster MBC had enquired of the Clerk as to the type of training required i.e. should it be informal or by Powerpoint.  It was agreed that the main issue was to understand material considerations and also to enquire about the new Infrastructure Planning Commission, which had been referred to in the “White Rose Update”.

g	Speed Limits on Rural Single Carriageway Roads
