DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST


Councillor Warren Temperton-Ball declared a personal interest in Minute No. 41f, being a member of Lindholme Village Action Group.

MATTERS RAISED BY MEMBERS OF THE PUBLIC


Five members of the public attended the meeting and the following items were raised:-

a
Hatfield Village Plan

Chris Skelton gave an update on the situation regarding the questionnaire sent out by the Hatfield Village Plan Group.  He stated that no questionnaires had been delivered to residents living at the other side of the motorway as it was considered that the issues were not pertinent to them.  To date, over 700 responses had been received. It was expected that the Plan would be pulled together by mid-August.
b
Residents Against Inappropriate Development (RAID)

Martin Wraith gave an update on the situation regarding the Power Park.  Ownership of the proposed power station had passed to 2CO, who appeared to be a more approachable company.  At a meeting last week it was confirmed that the power station would be moved 75m towards the motorway.  The Power Station would require 2 million tonnes per year of fuel and due to the fact that Hatfield Colliery can only produce 1 million tonnes, sidings would be constructed to bring in a further 1 million tonnes of coal.  It has been suggested that construction of the power station and the DEW project might happen simultaneously, which would cause a huge increase in traffic as two thousand people would be involved in the construction work.  A further concern was the amount of noise generated and RAID assured the Town Council that they would ensure that the whole site is measured to the same standard for noise levels.

PLANNING APPLICATION 11/01747/FULFT

A resident of Station Road, Dunscroft had submitted a letter of objection to the Clerk, regarding the above planning application.  She had a number of concerns and was seeking the Town Council’s support for her objections.

POLICE/PCSO REPORT

PCSO Darren Hauton gave a verbal report on the latest crime statistics from 14 June 2011 to 6 July 2011.   He reported that Dunscroft, Hatfield, Hatfield Woodhouse and Lindholme had suffered from theft of BT cables and a special team had been set up to try to combat this, which appeared to be having a positive effect.  The Police are liaising closely with BT.  Inconsiderate parking outside schools had improved but patrols will continue to ensure this trend does not reverse.  Two speeding operation had been carried out on High Street, Hatfield but no-one had been caught.  16 members of the public had attended the PACT meeting on 6 July 2011 and the priorities had been The Crescent, Dunscroft – anti-social behaviour, Large Square, Stainforth – anti-social behaviour and High Street, Hatfield – speeding vehicles.  The next PACT meeting will be held at Stanley Gardens on 10 August, commencing at 6 p.m.
Darren also gave details of “Operation Advantage” to deal with uninsured drivers. A number of offences were detected and there had been one arrest.  51 vehicles carrying scrap metal had also been stopped. Hatfield Church had been targeted three times when lead had been taken from the roof and Crime Prevention officers had visited to advise on steps to prevent further thefts.  Police patrols had also been stepped up.

The Community Safety Warden gave a brief outline of the procedure regarding illegal grazing of horses.

Members felt that not enough feedback was given to members of the public when they had reported a crime.  Inspector Steve Adams assured Members that they gave feedback whenever possible. Inspector Adams also stated that all concerns were taken very seriously and he would endeavour to attend as many Town Council meetings as possible.


The officers were thanked for their attendance.

Erection of 2 storey pitched roof extension to side, attached pitched roof double garage to front and new pitched roof over existing front extension.  Erection of supported first floor pitched roof extension to side following demolition of existing attached garage, 164 Station Road, Dunscroft

Observations: blocks the sight line for access and egress to Cherry Tree Drive; size of extension in relation to existing; existing problems with drainage will be exacerbated; proposed garage is well in front of building line and very close to boundary of property; out of character with neighbouring properties and the Town Council supports the letter of objection submitted by a local resident.
11/1764/EXT

Erection of 4 semi detached houses with associated parking on approx 0.30ha of land and formation of new car park to west and rear of public house (being continuation of planning application 07/2879/FUL granted by appeal under reference 08/0023/REF on 1.7.08), Robin Hood & Little John Inn, Main Street, Hatfield Woodhouse.

Observations: the Town Council is concerned regarding the comments made by Yorkshire Water i.e. “the new applicant should be advised that there are no public surface water sewers available in the area and that the existing public foul water sewer, adjacent to the site, has no capacity to accept any surface water from the proposed development.”  The Town Council is also concerned about the derelict nature of the existing building and the fact that it may pose a health and safety problem.

The Clerk had researched the origin of this payment, which was not entirely clear.  He had discussed the matter with Mr Gilliat who had agreed to undertake further research into the origin of the payment. He had also offered to double the existing rent.
