75	DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST



	Councillor Mrs P Panks declared a prejudicial interest in Minute No. 84d, being a trustee on the East Doncaster Development Trust and Minute No. 9d (Policy and Resources Committee – 4 October 2010), being the Secretary of the Dunsville Community Centre.



76	MATTERS RAISED BY MEMBERS OF THE PUBLIC



	No matters were raised by the member of the public attending the meeting.



77	POLICE/PCSO REPORT



No representative of South Yorkshire Police or the PCSOs attended the meeting but Sergeant Barnes had provided a report on current operations and some crime statistics.



	Resolved: that a letter of support is sent to Inspector Steve Adams and Sergeant Richard Barnes.



78	MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF THE TOWN COUNCIL HELD ON MONDAY 11 OCTOBER 2010



	The Minutes of the Meeting of the Town Council held on Monday 11 October 2010 were approved as a correct record and signed by the Town Mayor, Councillor T Gibbs.



79	MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES



a	Hatfield Water Park



	Further to Minute No 61a, the Clerk enquired as to which Councillors would be joining the visit to the Water Park on Tuesday 12 October 2010.  Councillors Mrs P Panks, B Jackson, J Bloor, K Knight, Mrs R Sheppard, J Hart, E Durdy, J Brown, T Gibbs, Mrs R Chafen and the Clerk indicated that they would be attending.
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b	Councillors’ Surgery



	Further to Minute No 61b, no members of the public had attended the surgery and no matters were raised.



	Resolved: that the next surgery is held on Saturday 6 November 2010 from 10 to 11 a.m. with Councillors Mrs P Panks and J Hart in attendance.



c	Claimed Footpath – “Spider Alley”



	Further to Minute No 61c, the Clerk circulated notes of the public meeting held on 21 September 2010 and the outcome was that the residents attending indicated their wish that the Town Council continues with its claim. Following the meeting, however, the Clerk had received letters from interested parties, detailing possible compromise solutions. 



	Resolved: that the claim is ‘put on hold’ until all possible alternative compromises are explored.



d	Fun Day



	Further to Minute No 61e, the Clerk reported that the cost of the Fun Day to the Town Council would be approximately £1500, which is well under the budget of £2500.  Members discussed the possibility of holding the event next year but felt that planning should start earlier in the year. Members were reminded that it was unlikely that Doncaster MBC would be in a position to support next year’s event.



	Resolved: that the matter is referred to the next Burial & Recreation Committee.



e	Lindholme Village Sign



	Further to Minute No. 61f, the Clerk reported that he had received a quotation from Bentley Training Centre, who has provided signs for other local councils in the area, in accordance with the standard DMBC specification.  Members felt that because of the high quotation, it was

f	Lindholme Village Action Group



	Further to Minute No 61g, Councillor Bloor informed Members that he had been approached by LVAG for help in connection with their approach to the Health & Safety Executive regarding Scottish Power’s Gas Storage Facility application.



	Resolved: that Councillor Bloor should not represent the Town Council at such discussions but that he could, if he wished, provide help and support as a private individual.
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g	Dunscroft Village Sign



	Further to Minute No 61i, the Clerk had received a similar quotation for the supply of a village sign as outlined in Minute 79e.



	Resolved: that further quotations are invited from the same organisations as for the Lindholme Village sign.



h	Abbey Playing Fields



	Further to Minute No 65a, the Clerk reported that the local residents have been informed of the Town Council’s decision to progress Option 4.  Councillor Knight indicated that he would be attending a site meeting with Doncaster MBC to finalise the layout.  Members were reminded that planning permission would be required for the scheme. Officers from Doncaster MBC are organising the development on behalf of the Town Council.



i	Station Road Recreation Ground – Security



	Further to Minute No 65b, Councillor Knight reported that he had met with Tony Bidmead from DMBC Parking Services, regarding the replacement of the barrier and had received assurances that the barrier would be installed during week commending 18 October 2010.  It was also reported that improvements would be made to the lighting.



j	Grange Recreation Ground – Play Equipment



	Further to Minute No 65c, the Clerk reported that he had received two quotations and was awaiting the third.  He also informed Members that planning permission was required for this scheme.  One problem which had arisen was that a Phase 1 Survey would have to be carried out to ascertain whether the land was contaminated or not, which could cost up to £1000.  The Clerk had been able to obtain the assistance of Doncaster MBC’s Pollution Control department with this.  He also indicated that he would request the successful contractor to prepare the planning application on the Town Council’s behalf.



k	Development of Stainforth Marina



	Further to Minute No 67e, the Clerk informed Members that the planning application will be discussed by the Planning Committee on Tuesday 12 October 2010.  He had also received a letter from the Managing Director of Waystone, questioning the reason for the Town Council’s objection to the planning application and enquiring if he could attend a meeting of the Town Council to present Waystone’s vision for development and regeneration in the proposed Stainforth and Hatfield growth zone.
