MATTERS RAISED BY MEMBERS OF THE PUBLIC


Six members of the public attended the meeting and the following item was raised:


Planning Application 11/3306/OUT

Outline application for residential development on approx 0.29ha of land (approval being sought for access, layout and scale) following demolition of existing Public House, Robin Hood and Little John Inn, Main Street, Hatfield Woodhouse


The members of the public stated that they objected to the building of nine houses on this site.  They had fought for a long time to preserve the public house but had finally agreed to the building of two houses on the site but considered that nine was an over-intensive development.  They expressed concerns regarding the suitability of the existing sewers to cope with the extra load.   Access and egress to/from the site was another concern as it was straight on to a zebra crossing and was directly opposite a bus stop.   The loss of a village amenity i.e. a public house was also raised.   The members of the public requested the Town Council’s support of their objections. The local residents were advised to individually submit observations, as these would carry more weight than a single objection from the Town Council. The drawing up of a petition should also be considered.

POLICE/PCSO REPORT

There were no police officers or PCSOs at the meeting.  The Clerk, however, had forwarded to Members an email from PCSO Darren Hauton, giving crime statistics for the period 14 November 2011 to 6 December 2011, which included those for Hatfield woodhouse and Lindholme. The PACT priorities for the month included anti-social behaviour in The Crescent, Dunscroft and speeding vehicles on High Street, Hatfield.   The PCSOs stated that they would welcome more input from councillors regarding suggestions for new PACT priorities for the future. Councillor Mrs P Knight stated that she will be attending the PACT meeting on Thursday 15 December 2011 and will seek clarification as to how this information could be provided.

Station Road Recreation Ground – Play Equipment

A request was also received to use the surplus top soil from the site, left over when the ditch was dug, this would save further money. Members felt that the process for the provision of the play equipment etc on the various sites was becoming protracted, which could have resulted in the increased price.

Pinders All Human Production Circus 2012 Tour

Jubilee Park – Renewal of Fencing

This could be fitted by Town Council staff and would therefore negate the need to seek quotations for replacement fencing. The Clerk had received a quotation for the provision of fence posts, but because this was in excess of £1000, an alternative quotation would be required. Members felt that once the additional quotation/s had been received the decision on which quotation to accept should be taken by the Town Mayor and Leader.

NALC – The Future of Standards of Conduct of Members of Local Authorities in England - Update

The Clerk had circulated a Legal Briefing from NALC indicating that all local authorities must adopt a code of conduct as part of the Localism Act. The Borough Council will still have responsibility for handling and determining code of conduct complaints, but for local councils it will not have the power to sanction the councillor by suspension or disqualification. The format of the new Code of Conduct, will, no doubt, be discussed by the existing Standards Committee and Standards (Parish Councils) Sub-Committee.
