STANDARDS COMMITTEE – ENGAGEMENT WITH LOCAL COUNCILS

This was one of a number of visits being made to local councils in Doncaster in order for them to gain a clearer understanding of the work of local councils. Observations – object on the grounds that the property is in the middle of a small hamlet, noise nuisance, access/egress on to a main road.  Property is on an unadopted road.  A business is not appropriate in a residential area.  There are already existing problems with the water supply in this area.  Request that the application goes before the Planning Committee.  There are a very small number of houses in this hamlet but every house will be affected by this application.

10/3248/FUL

Erection of residential development comprising of 5 detached houses on approx 0.23 ha of land following demolition of existing bungalow, Orchard View, Bawtry Road, Hatfield Woodhouse

Observations – object on the grounds of over-intensive development, sewerage system inadequate, entrance and egress is on to a busy main road and there is a road junction opposite.
