86	RIGHTS OF WAY ISSUES



	George Diprose from the Rights of Way Section, Doncaster MBC provided an update on the following issues:-



a	“Spider Alley”



	The current situation is that the Footpath Modification Order was produced by Doncaster MBC and was confirmed by the Secretary of State, following a Public Inquiry.  The appellant took the case to High Court, where the Order was quashed on the grounds that it was unfair on the appellant not to have adjourned the Public Inquiry. The original claimant  has now withdrawn her claim but it is still possible for a new claim to be made.  This does not have to be made by an individual but could be made by the Town Council.



	Resolved: that the Town Council makes a claim for a Footpath Modification Order in respect of the above.



b	Alleyway – Ingram Arms, Hatfield



	The current situation is that a wall has been constructed at the High Street entrance but that a gate has been installed which remains unlocked, therefore, access can be gained.  Statements have been taken from a number of members of the public but an application for a Footpath Modification Order has not yet been made.  It is possible for agreement to be reached with the landowner for a permissive path.



	Resolved: that the Town Council makes a claim for a Footpath Modification Order in respect of the above.

92	MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES



a	Lindholme Village Action Group



	Further to the attendance of members of the group at the last Town Council meeting, it was reported that they had met with Ward members from Doncaster MBC and two possible locations for village signs had been identified.  The Clerk informed Members that the Burial & Recreation Committee had recommended that one stone sign for Lindholme, was to be included in the budget for 2010/11.



	Resolved: that the Action Group is notified that provision will be made in the budget for 2010/11 for one stone village sign and that the exact location will have to be agreed with Doncaster MBC and a licence issued.



b	Doncaster Energy from Waste Planning Application



	Further to Minute No 76, the Clerk had received a letter from Caroline Flint MP, outlining her reasons for supporting the DEW Project, which are linked to her demand for a link road, for which significant funding would be met by the developers.   She has also called for a weight limit to be imposed on local roads.  The position regarding the link road, therefore, remains unclear.



c	Councillors’ Surgery



	Further to Minute No 78b, no members of the public had attended the surgery, although several young people had approached Councillor Mrs Harrison and advised her about an amount of smashed glass on the skate park.  Members discussed whether having the floodlights lit at night was causing a problem.  



	Resolved: that the next Councillors’ Surgery will be held on 9 January 2010 with Councillors Mrs R Chafen and T Gibbs in attendance.  Further resolved: that the PCSOs are requested to undertake regular patrols on Jubilee Park.
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d	Proposed Traffic Survey

	The Clerk reported that he had received a claim from NT Killingley in respect of additional work, which had not been paid.  A number of issues are involved and a meeting between Killingleys, Groundwork Dearne Valley and the Town Council had been held in an attempt to resolve the situation.  Some of the issues had been resolved, resulting in a further claim of approximately £800 but others were still under discussion.  Killingleys have threatened to go to adjudication if the matter is not resolved amicably.  



b	Hatfield Charities



	Further to Minute No 4 (Cornelius Lee/William Porters’s Charities 9 November 2009)         the Clerk had received confirmation from the Charities Commission that individually named trustees would have to be appointed but they do not necessarily need to be town councillors.  



	Resolved: that Councillors B Jackson, T Gibbs and J Bloor, together with the Clerk become named trustees of both Cornelius Lee and William Porter’s Charities.



c	Council Offices – Appointment of Cleaner



	The Clerk reported that after many years of service, Mrs B Rodwell had retired from her post of cleaner, due to ill health.  Her replacement had been advertised and Mrs K Lee had been appointed on the same terms and conditions.

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f	Expansion of Doncaster’s Green Belt



	The Clerk had received a letter from the Campaign to Protect Rural England asking Parish and Town Councils to contact Doncaster MBC’s Mayor, Ward Councillors and officers to ensure that they include, as part of the Core Strategy, an extension of the Green Belt east of the East Coast Main Line.  A Countryside Policy Area does not have the permanence of Green Belt and can be built on or de-allocated without the requirement to prove “very special circumstances”.



	Resolved: that the Clerk sends a letter to the above in support of the proposal.



g	North Lincolnshire Council – LDF Update



	The Clerk had received further information from North Lincolnshire Council, about their proposed Local Development Framework but upon enquiry, the Clerk had established that information was only sent to the Town Council because it was a neighbouring authority and therefore, no response is expected.



h	Richard Budge – Attendance at Council Meeting



	Further to Minute No 68d, the Clerk reported that he had received confirmation from Richard Budge that he would be available to attend the February meeting of the Town Council.  However he suggested that a list is provided, in advance, of the Town Councils concerns to enable him to respond in detail at the meeting.
