PRESENTATION BY STUART WEARING, HATFIELD WATER PARK 


Stuart informed Members that the Water Park had been transferred from “Neighbourhoods” to the Leisure & Culture Department of Doncaster MBC and plans were in place to move it along with museums etc. to form a Trust, which would be outside the control of Doncaster MBC.  He stated that there were benefits in a Trust status, such as savings on business rates and being in a position to apply for funding.  He then gave an overview of the facilities at present on offer at the Hatfield Water Park.  Part of their remit was to set up a Focus Group and this was being looked into and Stuart would keep the Town Council informed on this matter.


Further to Minute No. 17d, Stuart also explained the background to the letter from a local resident regarding the former Doncaster Schools Sailing Association and gave details of the action he had taken since the letter was received. Members accepted his explanation.

POLICE/PCSO REPORT


PC Shillito and PCSO Pete Gilliland attended the meeting and reported on the three new priorities they were concentrating on – thefts in Bootham Lane, fly tipping area-wide and anti social behaviour in Dunsville Quarry.


The following matters were raised by Members:


Vehicles parking on double yellow lines in Hatfield Woodhouse – request for Police to attend early in the morning.


Review of vehicles parking at school entrances, causing obstructions etc.


Tesco Car Park, Hatfield – problems caused by parking on the road


Buses, Westfield Green, Hatfield – noise/fume problems caused by buses idling.


PC Shillito stated that the above issues would be looked into.


The Clerk enquired what help the Police could give with the removal of horses on recreation grounds.  PC Shillito stated that where criminal damage was being caused i.e. locks broken off, a report should be sent in to the Police.  A request was also made for up-to-date crime statistics and PC Shillito said these would be provided.

Councillor J Bloor reported that he had been in contact with the Planning Officer and had been advised that an appeal in respect of the original “DEW” application, which was refused by Doncaster MBC, had been made by the developers and this will be heard on 22 August 2010.  In the meantime, the above application had been submitted, which attempted to meet the reasons why the original application had been refused i.e. noise and location.  A new transport statement has been submitted.

Tudworth Roundabout


The Clerk had received an email from the Neighbourhood Manager, Doncaster MBC, enquiring whether the Town Council were in a position to give financial assistance towards planting up the “Vulcan bombers” on the roundabout.


Resolved: that the email is noted.

b
Former Hatfield Health Centre


The Clerk had received a letter from the Planning Manager of the company intending to re-develop the site of the former health centre on Crookesbroom Lane, Hatfield to provide a residential care home.  The letter was to give the Town Council prior notice of the company’s intention to submit a planning application.  Members expressed concern that there was a lack of nursing care places in the area and required clarification as to whether the home would just to be residential or would provide nursing services.


Resolved: that Clerk contacts the developers to ascertain whether nursing care was to be provided.

c
SLCC Regional Conference – 22 June 2010


The Clerk had received details of the above Conference, to be held in Brigg, Lincolnshire.

d
Changes to Home to School/College Transport


The Clerk had received a letter from the Principal Officer, Pupil Support & Transport, Doncaster MBC, giving details of the changes to come into effect from September 2010. In summary, no zero bus passes are to be provided except in exceptional circumstances, in respect of Stainforth to Hatfield Visual Arts College, denominational transport and post 16 transport.


Resolved: that the letter is noted.
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e
Land adjacent to 295 Station Road, Dunscroft


Further to Minute No. 27c (8 June 2009), the Clerk had forwarded a copy of the original licence to the owners of the property and they had now visited the Council office to request that the land is used for the parking of a vehicle and it is their intention to change the position of their front entrance gate from the side to the front of the property.  They also wish to construct a low fence from the side of the shops to the front of their property to provide a driveway.  Members discussed the request and agreed that outline planning permission may be required for ‘change of use’ and that the owners should be requested to make an application, after which further consideration would be given to the matter.


Resolved: that a letter is sent to the owners advising them to contact the planning department for advice regarding the ‘change of use’. Further resolved: that they provide plans to the Town Council setting out their proposals, prior to approval being granted.

f
Lindholme Village Signs


Further to Minute No. 92a, the Clerk had undertaken a site visit with representatives from Doncaster MBC and Lindholme Village Action Group and sites for the two stone village signs had been provisionally agreed. Subsequently the Clerk had received an email from Traffic & Road Safety, Doncaster MBC, agreeing to the siting of a stone plinth at the junction of Vulcan Way.  However the second location had proved unsuitable for a stone plinth as it was felt that it will cause visibility issues for residents.  It was suggested that a sign post at this location would be a better option.  The Clerk was awaiting costs for both types of signs.  Members discussed the options and it was felt that Lindholme Village Action Group should be contacted to ascertain whether they would prefer one sign post at either end of the village, which would be the cheaper option.  


Resolved: that the Clerk contacts Lindholme Village Action Group regarding the type of signs to be erected.  

g
Stone built Village Sign for Dunscroft


Resolved: that the possibility of constructing stone built village sign in Dunscroft is discussed at the next meeting of the Town Council.

h
Jubilee Park – Dog Training 


The Clerk had received an email from a local resident who was requesting permission to use a section of Jubilee Park for dog training purposes and she is intending to set up a Flyball club. She had agreed to make sure that the area was left in a clean and tidy condition.
