Residents Against Inappropriate Development (RAID)


Martin Wraith gave an update on the position regarding the group’s opposition to the plans to build the Power Station/Recycling Plant in Stainforth. The Appeal against Doncaster’s refusal of the first planning application is still with the Inspector, although Doncaster MBC now supports RAID’s evidence regarding the calculation of noise levels.

b
Hatfield Village Plan


Chris Skelton, secretary of the Group, gave an update on the progress made by the Hatfield Village Plan group, since its inception. A constitution had been agreed, a bank account opened and an application for funding made to ‘Awards for All’ to cover the cost of producing a questionnaire and ultimately, the Plan.

a
Councillors’ Surgery


Further to Minute No 109a, one member of the public had attended the surgery and the following matter was raised:


Car Parking – Hatfield Woodhouse Primary School


The resident complained about the problems being caused in the vicinity of Hatfield Woodhouse Primary School by people parking inappropriately.  Vehicles were parking across his drive etc.

Grange Recreation Ground – Play Equipment

Jubilee Park – Roadway

Resolved: that the Town Council borrows £10000 over 10 years from the Public Loan Board, to complete the refurbishment of the roadway into Jubilee Park.

a
Quality Council – re-accreditation


Further to Minute No 2, the Clerk had circulated a revised version of the ‘Training – Statement of Intent’ to reflect the recommendation of the Policy and Resources Committee


Resolved: that the revised ‘Training - Statement of Intent’ is adopted.
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b
Precept


Further to Minute No 9, the Clerk circulated a revised budget for 2011/12 reflecting the changes agreed at the Policy and Resources Committee. Reference was made to the fact that the anticipated deficit of £1340 was less than that discussed at the Committee and members suggested that some of the cuts relating to grants could be re-instated. Reference was also made to the fact that the budget for Members – Conference Fees, which includes Councillor training, had been removed and this could cause difficulties in meeting the training commitment given in the Quality Council application.


Resolved: that the recommendations of the Policy and Resources Committee remain unaltered, but that the description of the budget head for staff training is amended to include all training.

RE-ACCREDITATION OF QUALITY COUNCIL STATUS

The Clerk circulated a copy of the completed application form for Quality Status, which required signing by the Town Mayor. There were two outstanding issues, which needed resolving.


Code of Conduct


The Clerk had circulated a copy of paragraph 12.2. of the Code of Conduct and reported that the Town Council had adopted the new Model Code of Conduct but that a resolution had to be made to specifically accept and include in the resolution, paragraph 12.2, which states “where you have a prejudicial interest in any business of Hatfield Town Council, you may attend a meeting but only for the purpose of making representations, answering questions or giving evidence relating to the business, provided that the public are also allowed to attend the meeting for the same purpose, whether under a statutory right or otherwise.”


Resolved: that Hatfield Town Council specifically includes paragraph 12.2 in the Model Code of Conduct adopted in June 2007.


Terms & Conditions


The Clerk reported that a mandatory part of re-accreditation was the production of a signed statement that the Town Council had adopted the NALC/SLCC Terms and Conditions Agreement and that all staff had been issued with a written contract of employment.  This was duly signed by the Town Mayor, Councillor T Gibbs.


Resolved: that the application for Quality Status and the ‘Terms and Conditions’ statement is accepted and signed by the Town Mayor, Councillor T Gibbs

Abbey Playing Fields - Allotments


Further to Minute No 79h, the Clerk gave details of the current position regarding the Section 106 agreement. He had now received applications from four persons who wished to be allocated an allotment on the Abbey site.  He had contacted Doncaster MBC and had been advised that there were currently 41 people on the waiting list for allotments at the The Oval and the Clerk requested guidance as to whether persons on the Doncaster waiting list should have priority for the Abbey allotments.


Resolved: that the matter is referred to the next meeting of the Burial & Recreation Committee, when all matters relating to the management of the allotments will be discussed.  Further resolved: that the allotments are advertised in the next edition of the Town Council newsletter.
