119	PRESENTATION BY PAULETTE BENJAMIN OF THE BUDDHIST CHARITY

10/0241/RET


Retention of change of use of land to yard associated with domestic dwelling.  Retention of stable block, garage/storage/washroom building, limestone and tarmac areas and boundary wall/gates (overall height 2.47m), 29 Norwood Road, Dunscroft





Observations: the Town Council is experiencing considerable problems with the horses illegally grazing on recreation grounds.  The stabling of horses is not suitable in a built-up area.

Outline application for erection of three town houses on approx 0.06 ha of land, land rear of 90 High Street, Dunsville





	Observations: object on the grounds of access and egress on to a busy main road and adjacent shops.  Insufficient car parking spaces. Over-development of site.





c	10/0398/OUTA


Outline application for construction of 500 berth marina, access, car parking and ancillary marina facilities, including the provision of nature conservation areas, water features and public open space on approx 12.97ha (being re-submission of planning application No. 09/1616/OUTA withdrawn on 30.10.09), land on the north side of Measham Drive, Stainforth





Resolved: that consideration of the application is deferred until the next Town Council meeting to give Members a chance to view the CD.





d	09/0588/OUT


	Outline application for erection of detached eco dwelling including details of means of access on approx 0.18ha of land (being re-submission of application withdrawn under ref 08/2590/OUT on 17 November 2008), land adjacent Homelea, Remple Lane, Hatfield Woodhouse





	The Clerk reported that the appeal against Doncaster MBC’s refusal of the above planning application had been dismissed by the Planning Inspectorate.

a	Hatfield & Dunscroft Miners Recreation Ground – Next Meeting





	The Clerk indicated that a number of issues had arisen relating to the Miners Welfare since the last meeting and it was necessary to hold another fairly soon.
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a	Resolved: that the next meeting of the Trustees is held on Monday 15 March 2010 commencing at 6 p.m., immediately prior to the Planning Officer’s visit.





b	Combat Cableway – Dunscroft Miners Welfare





	The Clerk reported that because the play equipment at the Miners Welfare is in the ownership of the Town Council, it is its responsibility to maintain the combat cableway.  The Clerk had received a quotation from the manufacturers, Wicksteed Leisure, in the sum of £1161.95, including fitting of £480.  Members were reminded that the cableway had frayed on two occasions and the Clerk was seeking a guarantee in excess of the 12 months offered.  





	Resolved: that the combat cableway is repaired by Wicksteed Leisure.





c	Town Twinning





	The Clerk had received a letter from the Burgermeester of Merksplas, indicating that they are now ready to sign the official twinning declaration with Hatfield.  Consequently, they are inviting up to eight people, including Members of the Town Council, to visit Merksplas from 13-15 August 2010.   It was also expected that their other twinning partners, Delligsen (Germany) and Grodzisk Wlkp (Poland), would also be in attendance.

q	Expansion of Doncaster’s Green Belt





	Further to Minute No 117b, the Clerk had received a reply from the Assistant Director Development and Planning, Doncaster MBC, indicating that the LDF Core Strategy will not be proposing any change to the general extent of the green belt, although smaller scale amendments through development allocations, may be necessary.  However he did indicate that Doncaster MBC are committed to reviewing the green belt when the LDF Core Strategy comes up for review around 2016.  The Clerk had also received a letter from the Elected Mayor of Doncaster, indicating that no decision had yet been made and all options are still available.  





r	SLCC Conference – Feedback





	The Clerk reported on his recent attendance at the Practitioner’s Conference.  He referred specifically to the duties on Principal Authorities arising from the Local Democracy Economic Development & Construction Act 2009, which affects Parish & Town councils.
