94	MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES





a	Hatfield Water Park





	Further to Minute No 79a, Councillor Bloor had produced notes of the meeting held at Hatfield Water Park on 12 October 2010.  He highlighted the request from the Water Park to include an item in the Town Council newsletter to promote the Water Park and the desire to produce a leaflet in conjunction with the Town Council.  It had again been suggested that a Council meeting could be held at the Water Park, but this can be discussed later. Councillor Bloor indicated that he would be attending the next Focus Group meeting to be held on Tuesday 9 November 2010, commencing at 4 p.m.





b	Councillors’ Surgery





	Further to Minute No 79b, no members of the public had attended the surgery and therefore, no matters were raised.

c	Claimed Footpath – “Spider Alley”

d	Lindholme/Dunscroft Village Signs
