POLICE/PCSO REPORT


Thor-Dale Elsson, the PCSO Supervisor attended the meeting and apologised for their non-attendance at Town Council meetings, this was due to shift patterns.  He provided crime statistics covering the period January to March 2010, which indicated an overall decrease in all types of crime of 17.6% compared with the previous year.


Thor-Dale gave details of the Community Meetings (formerly PACT meeting) that will be held on Wednesday 9 June 2010 at the Stanley Gardens Resource Centre, Stainforth and then on Wednesday 7 July 2010 at the Hatfield Visual Arts College, both meetings commencing at 6 p.m.  Paula Simpson will be replacing Claire Leggett, who is transferring to Doncaster North team.


Members expressed concern about the lack of Police/PCSO presence during night hours as several incidents had occurred recently.  Thor-Dale confirmed that he would take the matter further and report back to the next meeting of the Town Council.  He also requested Town Council support for the provision of night duty.  Members also requested details of ASBOs that had been given.  Thor-Dale stated that ABC (Acceptable Behaviour Contract) referrals are used in the majority of cases and these seemed to be working.
