	DEW Project





	Reference was made to the recent public meeting and concern was expressed that people other than Hatfield town residents had attended the meeting, although it was pointed out that because it was a public meeting, anyone could attend.  Councillor Mrs Credland indicating that she was speaking on this item as a member of the public and not as a Town Councillor, referred to a letter received by a local resident, from Caroline Flint MP, who had attended the public meeting and had outlined her thoughts on the DEW project.  Councillor J Bloor presented a paper, setting out the current planning approvals in respect of the Power Park which made reference to the building of the Link Road.  





	The Clerk reported that the planning application has been handed to the Planning Department last Thursday and it was expected to be forwarded to the Town Council within the next few days.  The application would probably be sent in a CD format and attempts will be made to obtain further copies for circulation to interested parties.
