16	ACCEPTANCE OF APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE





	Apologies for absence were received and accepted from Councillors Mrs J Credland, J Hart and Mrs R Sheppard.





17	PRESENTATION BY HATFIELD WOODHOUSE VILLAGE HALL 





	Julia Jackson and Mark Goulden, members of the Hatfield Woodhouse Village Hall Committee, gave a presentation highlighting the problems being experienced with the current access road and car parking at the village hall.  They requested the Town Council’s permission to upgrade (using crushed concrete) and widen, the existing track from Slay Pit Lane to the village hall to form an alternative access and at that stage, the old access road would be re-designated as “pedestrians only”.  Consideration was also being given to extending the existing car park on two sides of the area housing the play equipment.  If their request is agreed they would like to provide a 6-car parking area at Slay Pit Lane end of the new access, for dog walkers.  They also indicated that they would be contacting the Highway Authority requesting that Slay Pit Lane is made a one-way road.  Additionally, they would be looking to the Town Council for help regarding funding.  Julia and Mark were thanked for their attendance.





	Resolved: that the Village Hall Committee be requested to produce a costed business plan in order that the Town Council can discuss the matter further.
