5	MATTERS RAISED BY MEMBERS OF THE PUBLIC





a	DEW Project





	A number of local residents referred to the proposed Doncaster Energy from Waste project (DEW) and the recent presentation by the developers, which had been poorly advertised.  Members of the public had attended the last Town Council meeting, when it was agreed that a public meeting will be held once the planning application has been received.  Reference was made to the DN7 Initiative and the existence of a ‘master’ plan outlining potential development in the area north of Hatfield and Stainforth.  The DEW project will, however, be sited in the existing Hatfield Colliery site.  Sue Rawlings, Neighbourhood Manager (East), Doncaster MBC, indicated that a strategic meeting will be held during May 2009, chaired by Planning with the developers in attendance and following this, the Master Plan will be subject to public consultation.  When the planning application has been received by the Town Council, the public meeting will be arranged, advertised in the local press, on the Town Council’s website and by personal letter to the those supplying their details.  	





b	Station Road, Hatfield – Speeding Traffic 





	A member of the public stated that the current speed restriction signs, particularly along Crookesbroom Lane Hatfield, where there are two primary schools and Station Road, Hatfield appeared not to be having the desired effect.   It was suggested that more signage and the imposition of additional speed limits would be appropriate.  One of  the PCSO’s gave details of other measures that were being taken to reduce the speed of traffic, including the use of a hand-held device and training was being given which will enable the issuing of Fixed Penalty Notices. 





c	Future of the Old Hatfield Health Centre





	A local resident referred to the recent closure of the old Hatfield Health Centre and the problems that arose before the site was made more secure.  Reference was made to the possibility of converting the building to a youth facility and the local group, “Chasers” were examining the possibility of funding for this project.  The Chair promised to keep the local resident in touch with progress on this matter, in order to try to alleviate his concerns.  





d	Footpath – Hatfield Church (Spider Alley)


	


	The Chair referred to the ongoing problem relating to the possible diversion of the claimed right of way affecting a house on Vicarage Close, Hatfield.  There is some confusion following the apparent quashing of the Order in the High Court and further clarification is being sought.  


	


e	Ingram Arms - Alleyway





	The Chair updated the meeting on the position regarding the claimed right of way through the alleyway at the Ingram Arms, which currently contains a gate and wall.  If the right of way is confirmed, these will have to be removed.

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f	School Crossing Patrol - Dunsville


	


	Reference was made to the long-term absence of a school crossing patrol, covering Dunsville Primary School.  Sue Rawlings explained that her department had recently taken over responsibility for this service and they were hoping to obtain staff by a different approach to recruitment.
